Narrative:  On 2/1/10, deputies responded to a call of a Home Invasion Robbery, which occurred in the 
500 block of Via Del Cerro, in the Camarillo Estates.  An elderly couple was at home when 3 masked 
suspects, dressed in dark color clothing, entered through the front door and ordered the wife to open the 
safe.  The husband was thrown to the floor and shortly thereafter the suspects left with an undisclosed 
amount of cash.  As a result of the suspects’ actions, the husband received head trauma and was 
transported, by ambulance, to St. John’s Regional Medical Center in Oxnard.  The wife-received moderate 
injures and was treated and released at the scene.  Also, assisting on the call was the Ventura County Fire 
Department and personnel from American Medical Response.  
 
The investigation is continuing and ongoing as Major Crimes Detectives follow all leads.  Anyone who 
may have witnessed the crime, and who has not yet come forward, is asked to contact the Sheriff’s Major 
Crime Bureau. 
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
